Wilfrid Moizan was born in Brittany, France in 1969 to a family of artists.  Drawing and painting being his favorite means of expression, he logically became a student at the Fine Arts College in Rennes where he familiarized himself with different techniques while studying the History of the Arts.

After completing his studies in 1996, he ‘enlisted’ as an art teacher, and he taught in various junior high schools in Normandy before moving to Guadeloupe where he lived for five years.  Saint-Martin, the ‘artist friendly island’, is now his new home.

While painting mostly with hand-made oils, Wilfrid’s passion for engraving strongly influences his technique.
